4. If you win (and if are not present at the event), we will instantly notify you of 
your win by phone or by e-mail.  You must make immediate payment for your 
item(s) via Paypal.  As soon as we receive your Paypal transaction, you will 
be notified, and the item(s) will be mailed to you on Monday, May 8, 2006. 

5. Failure to pay for your item(s) on May 5 via Paypal will result in your losing 
the item(s) to the next highest bidder.
